It would have been more effective to start in the middle of the action rather than just saying, “It was fun.” It also would have been effective to use more sensory details to describe the woods, the porcupine, your injury, and the cabin.
	Many of your sentences are about the same length. By combining these sentences, your narrative would have read more smoothly.
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
