Comments:    Your use of dialogue in your narrative works very well. It is very effective to include your thoughts as you waited to hit the ball. It adds a lot to hear your “voice” come through so strongly in your ideas. Also, your conclusion ties in very well with your introductory sentence, strengthening your story’s structure. 
Try to use more variety in your sentence types. That would help give your story a better flow from one idea to the next. You might consider a title that doesn’t give your story away.
